We have had another busy week in Forest
Class! In maths, Reception have revisited
subitising, this time to include numbers to 10.
They have also been looking at subitising more
complex patterns. We played a subitising game
with dice, where we rolled and pointed to the
matching digit. Pre School has continued to
look at shape and colour sorting and have
started to look at sorting objects by size.

Ocean Class

On Wednesday, we braved the howling wind to
be plant investigators- we lined up with our
coats and sheets to investigate what types of
plants we have growing in the school grounds
and created a tally. Snowdrops and daffodils
seemed to be the plant we could see the most!
We then used adjectives to describe
different plants and checked on our seeds and
bulbs. Some plants have started to grow
already!

In Maths, we have started Mass so have been
exploring different ways to measure using
different types of scales. Year 2 have been
measuring in kilograms and grams, and Year 1
have been thinking about the concept of
heavier and lighter.

We have also started to write our alien
stories - they look great so far!

On Friday afternoon we designed sock puppets
to bring our aliens to life.
